1. One-year Introductory Membership to AFP

2. Admission to a maximum of 8 programs (and attendance at a minimum of 4) throughout the year (not including special workshops or AFP National/International events)

3. Opportunity to be paired with a mentor from the Board of Trustees

4. Paid admission to the National Philanthropy Day celebration

5. Travel stipend not to exceed $200.  To be used to attend out of town events 

6. Opportunity to apply for the Washington State Chamberlain Scholarship award to attend the International AFP Conference

Requirements:

1. AFP Scholarship Commitment Contribution of $50 (payment is due upon notification of the scholarship) and can be paid individually or by a sponsoring organization.

2. Serve as a volunteer on a committee, for a program or for an event between January and December 2012. You can find a list of active committees on the AFP Washington website.
Application process:

1. Complete the AFP Washington Chapter Scholarship Application Form.

2. Write a one-page (single-spaced, 12 point font) letter addressing the following:

a. Your financial need.

b. Your motivation for seeking out a career in fundraising.

c. Your commitment to non-profit ethical fundraising as a career.

d. The impact of this Scholarship on your future career goals.
e. Which AFP committee would you be interested in serving on? Why?
